Matthew 5:1-16

Theme: But hearing My words isn’t enough. The truly righteous 
are those who act on them. Here’s how. 

Key verse: “Everyone who hears these words of Mine and acts 
on them, may be compared to a wise man who built his 
house on the rock.”
