“ Also the foreigners who join themselves to the Loro, to minister to
Him and to love the name of the Lorp, to be His servants,
everyone who keeps from profaning the sabbath and hold fast
My covenant;

“Even those | will bring to My holy mountain and make them joyful
in My house of prayer.

“Thelir burnt offering and their sacrifices will be acceptable on My
altar; for My house will be called a house of prayer for all the
peoples.”

The Loro Gob, who gathers the dispersed of Israel, declares, “Y et
others | will gather to them, to those already gathered.”
