Psalm 119:9-16 e The Pure Way

1. (v.9) Theissue is to remain “pure”—unpolluted by sin, but
putting God’s Word into practice.

2. (v.10) We are to consistently grow in our covenant relationship
with God.

3. (v.11) We develop a greater personal regard for His Word.

4. (v.12) We actively seek to learn from God the tasks and
boundaries of His path.

5. (v.13) We do not merely agree with God’s decisions, but
confirm and testify to them our self.

6. (v.14) Faithfulness to His Word becomes a valued asset.

7. (v.15) Faithfulness to His Word becomes a consistent topic of
our prayer life.

8. (v.16) It's much more difficult to stray from the path when it’s in
the foreground of our thoughts.
